TWENTY FIFTH SUNDAY OF YEAR                          20th September 2020                                       

 

Reflection  

 

Today's gospel reading is one of the parables of Jesus found only in the 

Gospel of Matthew.  

 

The parable of the Labourers in the Vineyard may give rise to some 

perplexity. Why does the landowner not pay the labourers according to 

the hours they have worked?  

 

The parable is an invitation to understand that the ways of God are not 

bound or limited by human standards.  

 

The first reading, from the second part of the Book of Isaiah, is very well 

chosen to assist our understanding. God says: 'for my thoughts are not 

your thoughts, my ways not your ways'. God does not act according to 

the principles of human justice; whereby human beings are repaid 

according to their actions. God's loving generosity puts such 

considerations to one side.  

 

The point of the parable is that we cannot demand rewards from God. 

The gifts which God bestows are always far greater than anything we can 

merit.  

 

We are saved not by our own efforts but by the boundless kindness of
